Abstract

This paper aims to study the tobacco control situation and study the training needs of the
Office of Disease Prevention and Control (ODPC 7-10) and the Tobacco Control Networks (TCN).
The data were collected by group interview (four groups) with thirty-five Kls, which are; ODPC
7-10 officers (Khon Kaen, Udon Thani, Nakhon Ratchasima and Ubon Ratchathani), provincial
health officers, district public health officers, hospital officers and sub-district health promoting
hospital officers. The data were collected in April 2017.

The results showed that there are five issues of the tobacco control situation from ODPC 7-10
and TCN, which are; 1) children and youth (students) 2) community 3) shop or retail 4) provincial
cigarette free and 5) tobacco laws. The new issue for running tobacco control is electric cigarette.
The training needs for the ODPC 7-10 and TCN are two main points, which are; 1) developing a
research proposal and 2) writing a research article. Moreover, some ODPC 7-10 and TCN need to
develop their skills in many topics, for instance, qualitative research, research design and
developing the research tools, and data analysis. This paper suggests that the advantages on
studying a situation and need of organization as an efficient approach on capacity development of
respective organization.

A comparative analysis of necessary things (need to the wellbeing of rural

household in Northeast of Thailand between 2005 and 2016

Abstract

Needs and need fulfilment are one characteristics of wellbeing of rural households, and
wellbeing is also the main goal of the national development. Except for universal needs, these needs

could change over the period of time. This research aims to compare different perceptions of
necessities (need) that fulfil wellbeing of rural household in the Northeast of Thailand between 2005
and 2006. The data for this analysis is from the survey of Quality of Life and Wellbeing of Rural

Household in Northeastern region of Thailand of the Research Group on Wellbeing and Sustainable
Development, Faculty of Humanities and Social Science, Khon Kaen University. Needs pertained

to well-being are classified into 7 dimensions which include 36 indicators. The surveys were
conducted two times in the year 2005 and 2016 and the same 138 household-heads were
interviewed. Statistical analysis applied in this research were 1) Descriptive statistics including
frequency, percentages, means, standard deviation and 2) Inferential statistics, which was the paired
T-test to justify the difference. The results showed that there are three dimensions of needs pertained
to wellbeing from seven dimensions that differed significantly at the level of 0.05. These are social
inclusion, children’s education and children being disciplined and good governance in the
community. These dimensions were not only revealed the differentiation of household wellbeing,
but also reflected the success of development process, which are infrastructure and socio-economic
development of the rural households in Northeast of Thailand. Furthermore, the results reflected

the ways of thinking, expectations, values and goals of living of rural households that changed over
time from the past.

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Abstract

Social risks, such as death of road accident, drugs, alcohol consumption, smoking, or
natural disaster are growing complex and on the increased trends. Attempts to solve these problems
based on law enforcement are insufficient and met with various constraints. It is therefore necessary
to seek for new innovative ways to deal with social risks. This paper describes the creation of
network of multi specialists as a means to control social risks. The project deploys various training
techniques such as mind storming, dialogs, reflection, and deep listening. After the training,
participants were monitored through series of meeting. It is found that participants further
developed relationships and coordination. The training enables them to realize their inner ability,
leading them to communicate and exchange information concerned with their works. Participants
were also coordinate in their efforts to control social risks and therefore the performance of their

works were improved.

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Abstract

Homeless people is a marginal people generally presents in big cities. According to Khon

Kaen Municipality, numbers of homeless people in Khon Kaen Municipality is 136 persons, and
most of them are the waste pickers. They have to face with problems concerned with health

especially mental illness and the lack of interaction with the others. Therefore, it is difficult for
related- social development organizations to access contexts of the homelessness in order to
improve their quality of life. This paper aims to present technique of working with homeless people
in Khon Kaen Municipality, based on a research project on the integrated-development of quality
of life among homeless people in Khon Kaen province. The secondary documentation review,

participatory observation, and focus group discussion with project participants who have at least
one-year experienced in homelessness in Khon Kaen Municipality were applied as research

instruments. The findings highlighted working techniques consisted of 1) searching homeless
people and appointing lead person, 2) nighttime is preferable to get in touch with homeless people,
3)a unique communication technique required, 4) living stuff is more essential for homeless people
than the money, 5) face-to-face aids would contribute a trust to each other, and 6) short-period of

activity is preferable, and the activity should set up at places where homeless people get familiar
with. In conclusion, to work with homeless people, project participants should deeply understand

contexts of the homelessness. Sympathy and flexible manner are crucial characteristics for project
participants to get in touch with homeless people.
