Characteristics of the Thai language from a German perspective: An analytical study of German
textbooks of the Siamese (Thai) language from the late 19" and early 20" centuries

Abstract English:

This study presents a preliminary analysis of three textbooks on the Siamese language written in
German by German scholars in the late 19" century. These three textbooks were compiled by using
Thai language textbooks for foreigners and dictionaries written by foreigners at a tune when no Thai-
German dictionary had been written. The first textbook explains the essentials of Thai grammar
focusing on the phonological system using phonetic symbols and compares it with German and other
languages. The second textbook also focuses on the phonological system of Thai while adding
reading exercises for self-study. The reading exercises are written in both Thai and phonetic
transcription, and learners can practice translating from Thai to German and from German to Thai.
At the end of the book, a vocabulary list is provided with both in Thai and phonetic transliteration,
with translation in German. Appendices provide information on Thai alphabetic symbols, vowels,
tone rules, numbers, sentences commonly used in daily life, and Thai tales written in Thai and
phonetic transliteration. Some interesting issues include an explanation on Thai consonants, vowels,
tones, phonetic transcription and orthography at the time these books are written which are
different from the present time. Furthermore, reading exercises in these books reflect Thai society at
the time the books are written.
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
