A phonological sketch of Katiang

Palaung, which belongs to Palaungic branch of Mon-Khmer, is a diverse language. There
are a lot of dialects or varieties spoken in the area of northern Shan State of Myanmar.
Based on knowledge of native speakers, there are thirteen dialects of Palaung, which are
classified according to their clothing, culture, and languages. The well-known Palaung
dialects in this area are those of Ta-ang dialect of Namhsan and Rumai of Namhkam (Milne,
1931). Another location in northern Shan State where Palaung was found is Hsipaw (Lowis,
1906). However, no linguistic material has ever been reported from the area.

This paper aims to explore the phonological system of Katiang, a variety of Palaung
spoken in Man Lwae Village of Hsipaw in northern Shan State, Myanmar. The Katiang
dialect is little known to the outside world and this paper is the first linguistic description of
the dialect. Apart from outlining the synchronic phonology of Katiang dialect, this paper
will trace the origins and developments of the phonological system by comparing it with
Proto-Palaung (PP). Also, Katiang sound system will be compared with those dialects of
Yunnan, China (Liang, Pu-le, Rumai, and Raokot), and Palaung dialects of Kengtung and
Chiang Mai (Dara-ang). This paper proposes that Katiang dialect is a link between the
Palaung group of dialects spoken in Dehong, Yunnan and the groups of southern Palaung
dialects spoken in southern Shan State and northern Thailand.
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
