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IMPACT OF WEB-BASED READING ON ENGLISH LANGUAGE LEARNING

This research has two objectives: 1) to investigate students’ opinions about English practice through web-based
reading and 2) to enhance students” attitude towards English learning through integration of web-based reading.
The sample group comprised 29 second-year students of Khon Kaen University who minored in English. The
research tools consisted of a questionnaire on students’ background, a web-based reading assignment sheet and
a questionnaire to get students’ feedback of the practice. Data were collected from these instruments followed
by random interviews with 10 students. The quantitative data were analyzed by computing the %, X and S.ID.
and the qualitative data by analyzing the content and concluding as a descriptive report.

The main findings are: 1) the majority of students thought that web-based reading was a very interesting form of
learning 2) most students thought that web-based reading made them feel more confident in learning by
themselves 3) the majority of students felt that they had benefited a great deal from web-based reading and 4)
most students had a much better attitude towards English learning after the web-based reading practice.
